Do you know that each year, nearly 1.5 million people are arrested for driving under the influence of alcohol or other drugs?  This is an arrest rate of 1 of every 144 licensed drivers and motorcycle operators in the United States!  However, jail time is better than death and injury, often the result of driving drunk and the fate of the 11,773 people killed in alcohol-impaired driving crashes in 2008.

From August 20 through the Labor Day holiday, (state) is joining law enforcement efforts across the country to get impaired drivers off the road during the national alcohol-impaired driving crackdown, Drunk Driving. Over the Limit. Under Arrest.  The Labor Day holiday is traditionally a dangerous time as a result of impaired drivers.  There were 487 traffic deaths over the 2008 Labor Day weekend alone, and 40 percent of those were alcohol related.   
Throughout the campaign, (city) law enforcement will be out in full force looking for drunk drivers.  Don’t be one they’re looking for.  If you’re lucky enough to live through a crash, alcohol-impaired drunk driving can result in jail time, fines, ignition interlock, loss of driver’s license, higher insurance rates, and much personal embarrassment.  Remind your friends and family to celebrate wisely.  You can also help by volunteering to be a designated driver.  But if you know you’ll be drinking alcohol, plan ahead.  Take public transportation, make arrangements with a designated driver, or spend the night where you’re going.  Also, always wear your seat belt. It’s your best defense against an impaired driver or other hazards on the road.  Remember, Drunk Driving. Over the Limit. Under Arrest.
