National Alcohol-Impaired Driving Labor Day Crackdown

Law Enforcement is on the Lookout for Drunk Drivers through Labor Day

Labor Day weekend — often thought of as the last hoorah of summer — is a fun time for many.  But good times can quickly turn bad when those that have been drinking decide to hit the road.  The crashes that result from these bad decisions are not accidents — they are crimes.  
Sadly, those who drive under the influence of alcohol or other drugs disregard public safety and contribute to a great loss of life.  Across the nation in 2008, there were approximately 11,773 total fatalities in crashes involving a driver or motorcycle rider with a BAC of .08 or higher.  Of those killed, (#) were in (state).

Motorcycle riders in fatal crashes also have a high rate of alcohol involvement.  In (state), (#) percent of the motorcycle riders who died in single-vehicle crashes in 2008 had BACs above the legal limit.

But law enforcement is on the lookout to stop impaired drivers before they can hurt themselves or others.  Each year, about 1.5 million people are arrested for driving under the influence of alcohol or other drugs.  This is an arrest rate of 1 of every 144 licensed drivers and motorcycle operators in the United States!  
The Labor Day holiday is no exception and is traditionally a dangerous time as a result of impaired drivers.  In 2008, there were 487 people killed in traffic crashes over the Labor Day weekend alone, and 40 percent of those crashes involved an alcohol-impaired driver or motorcycle rider with a blood alcohol concentration (BAC) of .08 or higher.  For this reason, the national alcohol-impaired driving crackdown, Drunk Driving. Over the Limit. Under Arrest., kicks off on August 20 and continues through Labor Day.  
(State) and local law enforcement will be working diligently to help make the streets and highways safer with intensified enforcement and sobriety checkpoints.  Remind your friends, family, and co-workers to celebrate wisely this Labor Day.  You can also help by volunteering to be a designated driver.  But if you know you will be drinking alcohol, plan ahead.  Take public transportation, make arrangements with a designated driver, or spend the night where you’re going.  Also, always wear your seat belt.  It’s your best defense against an impaired driver or other hazards on the road.
