National Impaired Driving Crackdown 
August 20 – September 6, 2010
Alcohol-Impaired Driving
· Nearly 1.5 million people are arrested annually for driving under the influence of alcohol or other drugs.  This is an arrest rate of 1 of every 144 licensed drivers and motorcycle operators in the United States. 

· In 2008, 487 people were killed in traffic crashes over the Labor Day weekend alone, and 40 percent of those crashes involved an impaired driver or motorcycle rider with a blood alcohol concentration (BAC) of .08 or higher.  
African-American
· In a recent year, there were 4,511 African-American motor vehicle traffic fatalities. 
· 31 percent of all African-American traffic fatalities occurred in alcohol-impaired driving crashes. 
· 27,348 drivers were killed in motor vehicle traffic crashes.  African-Americans had a high percentage of driver fatalities that were alcohol impaired, at 31 percent (834 fatalities). 

· In single-vehicle crashes occurring at nighttime (6 p.m. to 5:59 a.m.), 53 percent of African-American drivers killed were alcohol impaired.
· 26 percent of African-American 15- to 20-year-old drivers killed had been drinking alcohol.
· 1,388 African-Americans died in drunk driving crashes nationwide.
Hispanic
· In a recent year, there were 5,405 Hispanic motor vehicle traffic fatalities. 
· 36 percent of all Hispanic traffic fatalities occurred in alcohol-impaired driving crashes. 

· 27,348 drivers were killed in motor vehicle traffic crashes.  Hispanics had a high percentage of driver fatalities that were alcohol impaired, at 40 percent (1,070 fatalities). 

· In single-vehicle crashes occurring at nighttime (6 p.m. to 5:59 a.m.), 66 percent of Hispanic drivers killed were alcohol impaired. 
· 39 percent of Hispanic 15- to 20-year-old drivers killed had been drinking alcohol.

· 1,941 Hispanics died in drunk driving crashes nationwide.

Native American
· In a recent year, there were 704 Native American motor vehicle traffic fatalities. 
· 48 percent of all Native American traffic fatalities occurred in alcohol-impaired driving crashes, the highest percentage for any race and ethnicity. 

· 27,348 drivers were killed in motor vehicle traffic crashes.  Native Americans had a high percentage of driver fatalities that were alcohol impaired, at 53 percent (188 fatalities). 

· In single-vehicle crashes occurring at nighttime (6 p.m. to 5:59 a.m.), 76 percent of Native American drivers killed were alcohol impaired.
· 53 percent of Native American 15- to 20-year-old drivers killed had been drinking alcohol.
· 338 Native Americans died in drunk driving crashes nationwide.
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
