National Impaired Driving Crackdown 
August 20 – September 6, 2010
· From August 20 – September 6, state and local law enforcement agencies will be saturating (city) streets and highways during the National Impaired Driving Crackdown.  
· The Drunk Driving. Over the Limit. Under Arrest. campaign focuses on high-visibility enforcement and calls attention to the dangers of impaired driving, particularly during the Labor Day holiday. 
· Nearly 1.5 million people are arrested annually for driving under the influence of alcohol or other drugs.  This is an arrest rate of 1 of every 144 licensed drivers and motorcycle operators in the United States.
· The outcome of impaired driving is sobering: in 2008, 487 people were killed in traffic crashes over the Labor Day weekend alone, and 40 percent of those crashes involved an impaired driver or motorcycle rider with a blood alcohol concentration (BAC) of .08 or higher.  

· In addition, 32 percent of all motor vehicle crash fatalities in 2008 involved an alcohol-impaired (.08 BAC or higher) driver or motorcycle rider.  That’s an average of one alcohol-impaired driving fatality every 45 minutes.
· Impaired driving is most common among 21–34 year old males.  In fatal crashes in 2008, the highest percentage of legally drunk drivers were ages 21 to 24 (34%), followed by ages 25 to 34 (31%).
· Across the nation in 2008, there were approximately 11,773 total fatalities in crashes involving a driver or motorcycle rider with a BAC of .08 or higher. (#) of those fatalities were in (state).

· Motorcycle riders in fatal crashes have a particularly high rate of alcohol involvement. 
· Almost one-third of the motorcycle operators who died in crashes in 2008 (5,290 motorcyclists) had BACs above the legal limit.  In (state), (#) percent of the motorcycle riders who died in single-vehicle crashes had BACs above the legal limit.

· Alcohol-impaired driving is not just a bad decision, it is a crime.

· Impaired driving arrests can result in jail time, fines, ignition interlock, loss of driver’s license, work issues, higher insurance rates, and much personal embarrassment.
